5.) You are a fully initiated Catholic and a regular attendee 
at Sunday Mass. 
6.) You are at least 18 years of age. 
7.) If you are married, your marriage is valid in the eyes of 
the Church. 
8.) You are willing to attend a brief local training session 
and a half-day Archdiocesan workshop.

I am a member of the Immaculate Conception Parish and 
a junior at La Salle College High School.
